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Environment Bill progressing through Stage 1 Scrutiny in National Assembly

The Minister for Natural Resources provided evidence to the Environment and Sustainability
(E&S) Committee on 16 September. The E&S Committee is now considering the evidence
provided from the Minister and stakeholders and will report to the Assembly on the general
principles of the Bill by 9 October. The Minister will then have the opportunity to respond to the
report during the Stage 1 general principles plenary debate which is expected to take place on 20
October.

You can follow the progress of the Bill through the National Assembly for Wales via the link,
including what has happened so far. A diagram on the links between the Environment (Wales)
Bill, the Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 and the Planning (Wales) Act 2015
has been published. It provides information on the timings and interaction of the products and
reports required under these 3 pieces of legislation. This diagram is available here.

The Environment (Wales) Bill puts in place the legislation needed to enable Wales’ resources to
be managed in a more proactive, sustainable and joined-up way, while establishing a robust
framework to help to accelerating our performance in addressing climate change. To find out
more about Natural Resource Management please follow the link to access our animation.

Natural Resources Policy Statement

The policy statement published on 14 September supports the Environment Bill, which places a
duty on Welsh Ministers to prepare, publish and implement a statutory National Natural
Resources Policy (NNRP). This sets our priorities in relation to the management of natural
resources.

This policy statement is a precursor to the statutory NNRP, illustrating potential priorities and
opportunities for our natural resources. It will be used to engage our partners to develop and
inform the first statutory policy which will be published in Spring 2017.

Nature Fund

A total of £5m has been invested via the Nature Fund, to twenty projects to help demonstrate how
Natural Resource Management can be applied in practical terms. The fund has supported
innovative and collaborative actions on the ground that have improved biodiversity whilst also
delivering economic and community benefit across Wales.

Many of the projects are being used now as case studies of sustainable management of natural
resources in practice to support the Environment Bill. The projects also provide valuable evidence
and lessons for NRW to draw on in taking forward their approach to achieve sustainable
management of natural resources. Several of the projects have also been successful in engaging
their community’s children and young people with the aim of sustaining the benefits of the
projects in the long term.

Engagement

To promote and share the learning from the Nature Fund Projects, we facilitated the Natural
Resource Management in practice — Learning from the Nature Fund event on 23 September to
allow organisations and individuals to come together to discuss continued collaboration, lessons
learned and to contribute to the implementation of the sustainable management of natural
resources. All 20 projects took up the offer of exhibition space to promote the achievements their
projects have recorded to date and to share lessons learned.

Real Benefits

The projects are delivering real benefits to our communities and natural resources. By the
summer 2015, 470 businesses had been engaged by the 20 projects, over 230 of which were
farmers, with 49 contracts awarded ranging from fencing to training in land management
techniques. Over 18,500m of hedgerows and nearly 25,000sqm of fencing have been created,
with 70 hectares of land improved through heather management, wildflower meadow creation and
molinia grass cuts. Over 70 hectares of woodland has been identified for creation and
management with 19,000 trees in the process of being planted. The success to date has been
underpinned by individuals, business and organisations volunteering 2850 hours to ensure
successful delivery. These are mid point figures that we expect to increase.

An infographic showing a summary of the progress that has been made to date, as well as a
series of factsheets describing the projects aims, who is involved and the benefits the project will
bring to the environment, society and the economy.

Wales Climate Change Risk Assessment 2017

On 7 October we held a workshop in Cardiff on the Wales Climate Change Risk Assessment
(CCRA). The workshop discussed the findings from the analysis undertaken so far by the CCRA,
and sought stakeholder’s expert opinion and feedback.

The CCRA is a statutory requirement under the Climate Change Act and will set out the latest
threats and opportunities for the UK and Wales from climate change. Under the Wellbeing of
Future Generations (Wales) Act there is now an obligation to take into account the latest findings
from the CCRA in the Future Trends Report and local Wellbeing Assessments and so this
workshop will help to ensure we have a robust evidence base in Wales.

The Climate Group Twitter Q&A

On 17th September, the Minister for Natural Resources, Carl Sargeant took part in a twitter Q&A
arranged by the Climate Group ahead of Climate Week (21-28th September) and the United
Nations Sustainable Development Summit (25th-27th September) which both took place in New
York.

The Welsh Government is a member of The Climate Group's States & Regions Alliance, which
brings together sub-national government leaders from around the world in a high-profile network
that shares expertise, demonstrates impact and influences the international climate dialogue.

During the Q&A the Minister called for ‘the strongest possible agreement’ at the global climate
talks being held in Paris in December. He also underlined the Welsh Government’s commitment
to sustainable development, having already put the UN Sustainable Development Goals into
legislation in the Wellbeing of Future Generations Act. Read a synopsis of the Q&A here.

England introduce 5p carrier bag charge

Wales led the way with the 5p carrier bag charge over four years ago and now England have
followed suit. The Post Implementation Review of the Single Use Carrier Bag (SUCB) Charge in
Wales: Emerging Findings Report, published earlier this month, reported that the use of SUCBs
has declined by an estimated 71% in Wales since the charge was introduced in 2011. The review
also found that 74% of consumers surveyed were supportive of the charge and 87% of retailers
who charged for their bags reported that the SUCB had made either a positive or neutral impact
on their business. The SUCB charge has also meant that the 5p donations to good causes are
estimated at between £17 million and £22 million since the charge was introduced. Read on for
more information.
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Microchipping of Dogs

The Welsh Government is working to bring in compulsory microchipping for all dogs in Wales
from April 2016, in line with England and Scotland. This is part of a wider range of ongoing
developments to encourage responsible ownership to improve the welfare of dogs in Wales.

The National Survey for Wales 2014-15, published on 11th June 2015, identified that there are
approximately 534,000 dogs in Wales and of those acquired in the last five years, 78% of them
are microchipped. The Dogs Trust data collected in 2014 suggested that around 66.6% of all
dogs are already microchipped.

It will still be a legal requirement for a dog to wear a collar and tag (with the owner’s name and
contact details) whilst in a public place when compulsory microchipping is introduced. For further
information about microchipping, please contact your vet or a suitably trained pet care specialist.

Wales TB dashboard

TB eradication in Wales is an ambitious, achievable long term objective, and it is essential to
chart progress towards our goal of a TB-Free Wales. For a number of years the Welsh
Government has published monthly headline statistics. However, the TB picture in Wales is far
more complex than that, and we have been working on a new way of reporting a wider range of
figures which reflect regional differences and to provide the information in a more accessible way.

The Welsh Government has now published a new TB Dashboard to present data in an
understandable and visual way, charting our journey to TB eradication on a quarterly basis. The
dashboard is available here.

Marine Planning: We want your views

The sea around Wales provides us with food, jobs, energy and somewhere to enjoy. But how do
we manage all of these demands on our natural resources? The Welsh Government is
developing a Welsh National Marine Plan to ensure that activities at the coast and in Welsh
waters happen in a sustainable way.

October

The Welsh Government will shortly be inviting applications from those who wish to take a seat on
the new Agricultural Advisory Panel for Wales as either the independent Chair or one of the four

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independent members. This historic Panel will have a wide ranging remit to make a real
difference in the sector. Beyond setting agricultural wages and other terms and conditions of
agricultural employment, the Panel will provide advice to Welsh ministers on agricultural matters,
encourage new entrants into the industry and promote new training opportunities to maintain a
sustainable, skilled agricultural workforce in Wales.

Two applicants will be appointed who have experience in agriculture, two will be appointed who
have experience in education and one will be appointed as the independent Chair who can
demonstrate the necessary skills and experience needed to lead the new Panel. They will join
representatives of employers and employees for a four year term, meeting at least three times a
year, and will be at the forefront of the industry.

Full person specifications, job descriptions and other details will be released on the Welsh
Government web pages on 23 October 2015 and applications must be received by 13 November
2015.

WPD Community Chest


The WPD Community Chest is a grant scheme which distributes awards of up to £1,000 to communities to reduce their energy use through improvements to village halls, scout huts and other community buildings. It is funded by the network operator Western Power Distribution (WPD) and administered by the Centre for Sustainable Energy (CSE), and is open to groups in the South West of England, the Midlands and South Wales. Big Lottery People and Places Fund – Changes to Grant Criteria



The People and Places programme funds capital and revenue projects that encourage co-ordinated action by people who want to make their communities better places to live. Public sector as well as voluntary, community and social enterprise (VCSE) organisations can apply for three levels of grants (£5,001- £500,000; £250,001 - £500,000; £500,001 - £1 million) to support local and regional projects throughout Wales that focus on:

The Central Social and Recreation Fund

Powys Budget Challenge – Public Consultation



Powys County Council (PCC) is currently running an on-line public consultation exercise regarding the choices it faces inn making £27m worth of savings over the next three years. The consultation runs until 30 November 2015



The exercise is being conducted using an on-line budget ‘simulator’ which allows respondents to set spending levels in key areas of the Council’s services and also see explanations of the practical impacts this will have upon those services. The budget areas under consideration are: Highways Transport and Recycling; Adult Social Care and Housing; Children’s Services; Schools; Culture and Recreation; Central Support Services; and Regeneration and Property. Why is This Important?


· These are services areas which are important to the members and service users of a wide range of community and voluntary organisations. 



· Changes to PCC’s services will potentially have significant ‘knock on’ consequences upon the demand for services provided by community and voluntary organisations.


· There is a strong emphasis upon PCC’s need to work more closely with others (particularly voluntary organisations and volunteers) in the future to meet current service needs or deliver them in new and different ways. However, there is no indication within the budget simulator of the Authority maintaining or increasing the funding and support necessary to make this practical.


· The budget option for the Regeneration and Property budget includes reducing grant funding for voluntary groups


How to Respond


· The consultation is targeted at Powys Residents, rather than organisations, so for this reason it is the number of responses (rather than who makes them) which will have an impact. For this reason you may wish to encourage the individual members of your community group or organisation to respond.

Monitoring Poverty and Social Inclusion in Wales


This new report from the New Policy Institute, on behalf of the Joseph Rowntree Foundation, has found 23 per cent of people in Wales live in poverty. This is unchanged from research previously conducted in 2010/11 and 2012/13. The report also found that poverty has risen in working families, and fallen in workless families, while fewer children and pensioners live in poverty - child poverty fall from 36 per cent to 31 per cent, while pensioner poverty dropped from 19 per cent to 13 per cent. 


Other findings made from the research include:



· 31 per cent of working age adults are not in employment. For women, this rises to 34 per cent; ethnic minority groups is 45 per cent, and disabled people it rises to 55 per cent.


· There has been no reduction in the extent of low pay in Wales for a decade, with 270,000 jobs, mostly held by women, paid below two-thirds of the UK median hourly wage.


· 27 per cent of people in a family with a disabled adult are in poverty, compared with 23 per cent overall. The figure rises to 33 per cent if disability benefits are excluded from income.


· In 2014, there were 30,000 Jobseeker's Allowance sanctions - a drop from 2013, due mainly to fewer claimants. Younger claimants are disproportionately sanctioned - in 2014, 13,000 sanctions were received by those aged 16 to 24.

Renewable Energy- Mid Wales



I’m very concerned about what’s happening in mid Wales at the moment—the decision not to allow any of the new applications under the conjoined inquiry, which could lead to a lack of investment in renewable energy, a growth industry in Wales. I recently visited five apprentices who were being taken on by RWE. The key apprentice who won an award last year in that company has had to work now in Kent because the work on-stream is not happening in renewable investment in Wales. That’s as a result of the Westminster Government withdrawing tariffs and support for certain industries. I asked the Minister if the £5 million to double the Green Growth fund is a response from the Welsh Government to try and support some of those industries. Concurrent Functions and Village Hall Grants — Future Funding

As you will be aware the County Council is continuing to face extremely difficult
financial challenges both now and in the future. The Cabinet has been working on a
Medium Term Financial Strategy which allows the Council to plan more effectively for
the scale of the current and emerging financial challenges. A complete review of the
Councils financial strategy for the next 3 years has been undertaken during the
summer and the conclusions are now being shared within the Council and with its
partners. The Council will need to completely reshape the way it delivers services
over the next 3-5 years in order to meet the major reduction in funding it receives
from Government. At the same time the Council needs to ensure that increasing
challenges around demographic change can also be met particularly in respect of
Adult Social Care.

This review has included the Concurrent Function Scheme, which as you know has
been in operation during the lifetime of this Council being previously developed by
Montgomeryshire District Council. Over the last few years a number of significant
changes have taken place in Radnorshire and Brecknockshire in the way that we
deliver a range of services, particularly relating to outdoor recreation. Many Outdoor
Services having now been taken over by a mixture of Town and Community Councils
and Third Sector Organisations, which makes the continuation of Concurrent
Functions in Montgomeryshire no longer justifiable. Taking account of the need to
recast the Councils budget, the Cabinet have concluded that the current Concurrent
Function Scheme needs to be phased out over the next few years. The intention is
to replace this with a different scheme that provides opportunities for all Town and
Community Councils across the County to access funding, particularly to encourage
support for Community Delivery. Such funding will be subject to a growth bid that
will be considered by the Council in time for the financial year 2017-18. In the
meantime, for the financial year 2016-17, the rules of the scheme will remain the
same i.e. Councils will be able to apply for up to 50% funding. However, the budget
available will be reduced by 50%.

The Cabinet having considered the need to reshape the Councils budget for the
medium term, and propose to withdraw the grant for Village Halls through a damping

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scheme which will conclude in the year 2017-18. This means that the current grant
will be reduced by 50% in 2016-17 with the remaining 50% grant being provided for
2017-18. This means that the grant will cease to exist altogether from 2018-19.

The reason for writing and giving you notice of this proposal at this stage is so that
you have the maximum amount of time to plan for these changes.

We will write in the next few weeks to confirm arrangements for Concurrent
Functions funding for the next year. In addition, once the Council has concluded
discussions relating to Village Hall Grants | will confirm the decision in due course.

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Three weekly rubbish collections

Below is an update on three weekly rubbish collections which will be introduced from November 2nd:



Following a decision by Cabinet last week (Tuesday 6 October), from November 2nd rubbish collections will be moving to three weekly collections.



Food waste and recycling collections will continue to be collected on a weekly basis.



The move will generate savings of more than £480,000 in a full year and provide a boost to the county’s overall recycling rates – the county has to reach a 58% rate for the financial year 2015/16 under stringent Welsh Government targets.



The service is facing the twin pressures of finding significant financial savings as part of the council’s overall budget response and meeting increasing and very challenging recycling targets set by the Welsh Government with severe financial penalties if we fail.



Between 2010 and this year the council rolled out a new kerbside collection service with residents provided with recycling boxes for glass, plastic and cans and paper and card, a special caddy for food waste – all of which are collected weekly.



Analysis of the rubbish collected was carried out on behalf of the Welsh Government for all authorities during July and August 2015. For Powys, this showed that 32.81% of material in the wheeled bin or purple sacks could actually be recycled at the kerbside.  The majority of this is food waste (21.83%) with the remainder being glass, paper and card, plastic and cans.  



Moving to a three weekly rubbish collection system will deliver savings and ensure that even more of our waste is recycled. There is a long way to go to meet the Welsh Government’s targets and there will be even tougher limits in years to come. With residents support we can meet both our budget and recycling targets.



Householders will receive an information pack detailing these changes later this month.

Community Delivery

As many of you will be aware the Council has been pursuing a Community Delivery approach
in the way it delivers services over the past 12 months. Many Town and Community Councils
have responded very positively to this approach and Cabinet is extremely grateful for the time
and effort the Councillors and Clerks have spent on this project. When the project was
launched last year the level of austerity that is now evident, and which will continue for the
foreseeable future, was not predicted. You may have heard that the Council is currently
working on a three year Medium Term Financial Strategy to ensure it balances its budget from
2016 to 2019. It is clear from projections going forward that the Councils’ budgets will be under
unprecedented pressure and already the indication is that some service areas will be facing in
excess of 50% reductions.

At the same time the Cabinet recognises that it has raised expectations in respect of
Community Delivery, and that given the change in the financial situation we need to be clear as
to our proposals for the future. The Cabinet has therefore agreed that it needs to consider the
current Community Delivery proposals alongside other initiatives to ensure that there is a
strategic, cohesive and consistent approach. Cabinet also recognise that Town and
Community Councils are currently discussing their Precepts for next year, 2016-2017, and clear
guidance needs to be provided as to what, if any funding will be available from the County
Council for Community Delivery activity in the next month or so. The Cabinet will be meeting
this month to discuss this matter in detail and will let you have guidance on the way forward
within the first two weeks of November.

| greatly appreciate the uncertainty that this creates for Town and Community Councils. | hope,
however, that you can appreciate the financial challenge that the Council now faces which
requires careful consideration with clear guidance on the way forward being provided to Towns
and Community Councils. As mentioned above | will write to you again in November to confirm
the approach that the Cabinet wish to take with Community Delivery and any associated
activity.

As you may be aware from items in the local press and in this month’s PAVO E-Briefing, Powys County Council (PCC) is currently running an on-line public consultation exercise regarding the choices it faces in making £27m worth of savings over the next three years. The consultation runs until 30 November 2015



 



The exercise is being conducted using an on-line budget ‘simulator’ which allows respondents to set spending levels in key areas of the Council’s services and also see explanations of the practical impacts this will have upon those services.



 



The budget areas under consideration are:



*	Highways Transport and Recycling;

*	Adult Social Care and Housing;

*	Children’s Services; Schools; Culture and Recreation;

*	Central Support Services;

*	and Regeneration and Property.

This consultation exercise is important for a range of reasons, including:



*	Many of the services being considered are important to the members and service users of a wide range of community and voluntary organisations.

*	Changes to PCC’s services will potentially have significant ‘knock on’ consequences upon the demand for services provided by community and voluntary organisations.

*	There is a strong emphasis upon PCC’s need to work more closely with others (particularly voluntary organisations and volunteers) in the future to meet current service needs or deliver them in new and different ways. However, there is no indication within the budget simulator of the Authority maintaining or increasing the funding and support necessary to make this practical.

*	The budget option for the Regeneration and Property budget includes the reduction of grant funding for voluntary groups



 



The consultation is targeted at Powys Residents, rather than organisations, so for this reason it is the number of responses (rather than who makes them) which is most likely to have an impact. For this reason you may wish to encourage the individual members of your community group or organisation to respond.
