d. Breaches of Planning.  
· BOC/2015/00108 Rhos yr Haidd – Powys CC have visited the site, and whilst it is  acknowledged no new access road has been constructed, there is a need to ascertain whether the developer has technically commenced or not.  It is also noted that the consent expired in 2013 and therefore if work had only commenced recently (or not at all), the permission may have expired. Powys CC are currently in the process of establishing contact with the owner to ascertain the facts and will update the Council in due course.

· OPDE/2015/00109 Tyddyn y Pwll – The matter has been investigated and whilst the premises is advertised for holiday accommodation and a conference centre, it is not currently occupied nor used as such. Therefore there is no breach planning control. If further information comes to light that the site is fully operational and occupied, then there may be a breach of planning control and a new case shall be created. The owner is aware of this matter. Powys CC consider the matter closed.
Councilors were not happy with this response as it was felt the question of whether or not planning should have been obtained for that work had not been addressed. It was felt that the Officer had not received the full facts. The Clerk would write to the Portfolio Holder to express the Council’s concerns. 

· USE/20105/00169 Laura Ashley Site – An investigation has been undertaken and revealed that the site use included processes associated with a tannery use. As tannery use falls within the same use as the previous use (class B2 General Industrial Use), it therefore does not require planning permission. The case has now also been closed.
