The Clerk had spoken to Mrs Griffiths who was prepared to continue undertaking the Council’s internal audit of accounts on the same basis as previously.
7.3. Clerk’s Salary.
7.3.1. The Clerk presented the National Salary Award 2016/2018 for Clerks as agreed between the Society of Local Council Clerks and the National Association of Local Councils. This showed that the hourly rate for the Clerk to Carno Community Council had increased from £8.61 to £8.71 per hour with effect from 01.04.2016.
