4.7. Quarry Traffic.
4.7.1. The Chair welcomed to the Meeting Mr Mark Bowen who was representing H.V. Bowens. Mr Bowen was attending in response to the Council’s letter to the Tan y Foel Quarry in which the Council had raised a number of concerns regarding traffic movement to and from the quarry along the Cwm Llwyd Road.  The Clerk outlined why the Council felt it had been necessary to invite a representative of the quarry to a meeting. He also highlighted that the Council had also been trying to address issues with the road surface and the state of the grass verges with Powys CC with little success to-date. The conversation was very constructive and a number of issues clarified. Not least of which was that not all the lorries were coming from the quarry and were in fact associated with Jones Brothers contract at the Tirgwynt Windfarm. Mr Bowen stressed that he was as keen as the Council to address the issues before a serious incident occurred. To this end it was agreed that a joint letter from H.V. Bowen and the Council would be sent to the haulage contractors using the Cwm Llwyd Road. (Mr Bowen would produce a draft which would be sent to the Clerk). The Community Council would also press Powys CC again to address the issue of the height of the grass alone the road and that Bowen’s would do the same. At the conclusion of the discussions the Chair again thanked Mr Bowen for attending at which point Mr Bowen left the Meeting.
