It was understood that the architects were in discussions with Powys CC. Cllr Barnes advised the Meeting no alterations to the Station House would be implemented without involving CSAG and he felt that the Council should perhaps write to Powys CC supporting what Yorkshire Fellmongers were planning for the site and perhaps stating the Council’s preferred option would be housing.  There was a discussion but no resolution was put forward so the item would be place on the next Agenda.
