8. Other Issues.
8.1. Issues Raised by Councillors.
8.1.1. Cllr D.I. Jones raised concerns over the HGV traffic on the Cwm Llwyd Road in-particular the damage being done to the road and the speed of some of the vehicles. His concerns over the potential for a serious accident were shared by Councillors and the Clerk was instructed to write a letter to the Powys Portfolio Holder copied to Russell George AM and Glyn Davies MP.
8.1.2. Cllr T.H. Thomas asked if the same could be done for the lane. Work on the Sub-Station had been completed and some repairs done but these were considered inadequate.
8.1.3. Cllr J.G. Thomas. Highlighted the consultation on the conditions attached to the new Landfill Disposal Tax (Wales) Bill. In particular the distribution of the grants to community projects. He felt that there should be conditions that set out how those communities directly affected should have some form of priority access to grant funding. The Meeting agreed and the Clerk was asked to respond to the Finance Committee.
