8.4. 2017/2018 Precept. 
8.4.1. The Clerk took the Meeting through the briefing document and highlighted that for 2017/2018 Powys CC had withdrawn the Concurrent Funding grant that used to help with the maintenance of the Recreational Field and the Cemetery.
8.4.2. The Meeting discussed the Cemetery Charges and it was agreed that the cost of a grave plot would remain the same; a £100 fee would be charged under the heading of ‘On- going maintenance’. Interment Fees would increase to £175 and Headstones to £120.
8.4.3. The largest area of expenditure in 2016/2017 had been the Public Convenience which was showing approximately £5,000 loss. However a further grant in 2017/2018 would help offset this and income would be generated from the coin access meters.
8.4.4. Having reviewed the potential income and expenditure and the effects of the loss of the Powys CC funding, Councillors unanimously approved a 10% increase for the 2017/2018 Precept which would be an additional £3.42 for a Band D property.
