4.7.1. Other than acknowledgements, the Clerk reported he had not received any feedback from the letters to AMs. The Powys CC Portfolio Holder, Cllr J. Brunt had replied highlighting there was little Powys CC could do from a statutory point of view and they did not want to prejudice the opportunities for local business to benefit from the construction of the Newtown Bypass. Powys CC were in discussions with the Quarry Owners to make them aware of the need to ensure their contractors were aware of their obligations. Monitoring would be done on a weekly basis and any breaches of the law would be reported to the Police. In their discussions, Councillors said that there had been further incidences of near misses; lorries unable to go up the bank due to the road surface condition and that some of the contractors were obliviously not listening to instructions from the Quarry Owners. Cllr Brunt had mentioned that Powys expected the Quarry Owner to regularly sweep the road but this did not appear to be happening. It was the opinion that the stretch from the Rhyd to the A470 had never been swept. The Clerk was asked to bring this to the attention of Cllr Brunt.
