8.1. Issues Raised by Councillors.
8.1.1. Cllr J.G. Thomas said that the May Election would see Cllr J.T. Harbon standing down as a Community Council. John had served the community for 20 years and both the Council and the Community should be very grateful for the commitment John had shown. All those present endorsed a vote of thanks to John and wished him the very best for the future.
8.1.2. Cllr J.G. Thomas in his capacity as Chairs, paid tribute to Powys County Councillor Rachel Davies who was retiring after 18 years as the Ward Councillor at the County Council Elections in May 2017. He expressed the thanks of the Council and the Community for the service and dedication Cllr Davies had given to Carno.
8.1.3. Cllrs A.L.O. Phillips and D.I. Jones echoed the Chair’s sentiments and thanked Rachel.
8.1.4. Cllr D.E. Rowlands expressed his thanks especially for the commitment Rachel had shown to Ysgol Carno in helping keeping the school open and in supporting the project to build a new school.
8.1.5. Cllr J.C. Barnes thanked Rachel for her support she had shown CSAG and the campaign to re-open Carno Station.

8.1.6. Cllr T.H. Thomas wished Rachel the very best for her ‘retirement’ and thanked her for the support she had shown the various Windfarm projects.

8.1.7. Cllr. D.W. Richards echoed the sentiments of his fellow Councillors and thanked her especially for the work she had done in securing the closure of the farm crossings. 
8.1.8. Powys CC Rachel Davies in response thanked Councillors for their kind expressions of thanks. She had enjoyed her time as Carno Councillors but had some regrets that it had not always proved possible to achieve very objective or resolve every problem. She was particularly pleased that she had been part of the campaign to keep Ysgol Carno open but regretted that it had yet to achieve the re-opening of Carno Station.
