Both had been positive with consider interest being shown by the bidding companies. The issue of why Carno had not been included in the announcement by the Minister of 12 stations to be actively progressed is being pursued. Information was being sought from WAG on their WelTag assessments as it would appear some had yet to successful complete this phase.
