4.1.2. The Clerk Reported that the request to erect a headstone in the Cemetery, where the exact location of the grave was unknown, had had been referred to the Church of St John by the Family.
4.2. Highway Issues.

	Condition. 
	It was reported that the road sweeper had been seen operating below the Rhyd Bank to the A470. The Clerk reported that he had raised the problems with the new Portfolio Holder at Powys CC. who had confirmed that it was the intention to carry on undertaking patching of potholes while stone was still being transported to the Newtown Bypass Project. On completion of that Project the resurfacing of the road would be a priority. It was noted the verges had been cut as requested.


4.3. Ysgol Carno. (Cllrs H.I. Lloyd & D.E. Rowlands).
4.3.1. Cllr H.I. Lloyd reported that the new school proposal had been passed by Powys CC. and had been forwarded to the Welsh Government for approval of the funding. A decision was due 21.07.2017
4.4. Carno Station. (Cllr J.C. Barnes).
4.4.1. Cllr. Barnes informed the Meeting that CSAG and held a drop in session and that a number of meetings had been held with companies bidding for the franchise on the Cambrian Line. Both had been positive with consider interest being shown by the bidding companies. The issue of why Carno had not been included in the announcement by the Minister of 12 stations to be actively progressed is being pursued. Information was being sought from WAG on their WelTag assessments as it would appear some had yet to successful complete this phase.
4.4.2. Lease between the Council & Carno FC. The drafting of a new lease to replace that which had expired in 2013 was still being undertaken at Hanratty & Co.
4.4.3. Recycling Collections. The issues with recycling adjacent to Kieron Owens Yard appear to have been resolved. An email of thanks had been received from Mrs A. Harrison whose letter had prompted the Council to discuss the matter with Powys CC.

4.4.4. Sale of Roadside Verges. The Clerk reported that he had written to Powys CC requesting clarification on the procedure for the sale of roadside verges when such a sale had been sought by a house owner who was seeking to improve his car parking facilities. The response was that Powys CC did not have an obligation to inform the Council, expecting this to be done by the Powys CC Ward Councillor. Controls would be in place to designate what could be undertaken on the verge should it be sold and Powys CC would expect ‘amenity improvements’ to be subject to the Planning Regulations.

4.4.5. Caersws Surgery. The Powys Health Board had not replied to the Council’s letter regarding the issues at Caersws Surgery. The Clerk was asked to write directly to the Practise Manager of the Surgery.

7.1. Cllr D.I. Jones reported that the owners of the Rhyd had kindly painted the telephone box adjacent to the Chapel. He asked that a letter of thanks be sent.
7.2. Cllr T.H. Thomas, (supported by other Councillors) asked that Powys CC. be requested to explain why none of the verges outside the immediate area of the village (apart from A470 to Tan y Foel Quarry) had not been cut as it would appear in other area this had been done. Cllr J.G. Thomas informed the Meeting he had received particular complaints about the verge, hedges and over-hanging trees along the lane to Bardy/Tepees. It was now becoming problem for vehicles to transverse the lane without damage to their body work.
7.3. Cllr T.H. Thomas returned his Acceptance of Office together with his Register of Interest form. He asked that it be recorded that he still found it unacceptable that there was not a Welsh version of the form. From the ensuing decision it became apparent that a bi-lingual version of the form existed in other counties. The Clerk said it would be helpful if a copy of that form could be obtained.
