4.2. Highway Issues.
	Cwm Llwyd Road
	Condition. 
	The general consensus of opinion was the condition of the road was getting worse with repairs being undone almost as fast as they were completed. The road is in desperate need of a sweeping as it is very muddy. The Clerk would write again to the Portfolio Holder asking what had happened to the Quarry’s commitment to sweep from Tan y Foel to the A470.

4.3.1. Cllr H.I. Lloyd advised the Meeting that the project plans had been formally submitted to Powys CC Planning Department for approval. 
4.4. Carno Station. (Cllr J.C. Barnes).
4.4.1. Cllr Barnes reported that there had been little progress. There had been a meeting with the Powys CC Portfolio Holder. A letter confirming that Powys CC officially supported the project was awaited.
4.5. Lease between the Council & Carno FC.
4.5.1. Cllr T.H. Thomas expressed his concerns regarding Hanratty & Co having a ‘Conflict of Interest’ in relation to preparing the new lease between the Council and Carno Football Club in as much as one of their solicitors was also manager of Carno FC. The Clerk advised the Meeting that he had raised this issue with Robert Hanratty when they (Hanratty & Co) were asked to prepare the lease. He had been assured there would not be a conflict of interest. It was resolved that the Clerk would seek another firm of solicitors to undertake the work.
4.6. Caersws Surgery. 
4.6.1. Dr Smith kindly attended the Meeting and provided Councillors with a valuable update on issues affecting the Practise and how new initiatives were now operating both in Llanidloes and Caersws. She gave details of these new services which utilised telephone consultations and the pharmacist in Llanidloes. Dr Smith agreed with Cllr Barnes that these new services could be better advertised and would look how this might be achieved. The Chairperson thanked Dr Smith for her attendance and the useful information she had provided.
4.7. A470 Crossings and Speed Limits.

4.7.1. The Clerk had written to Russell George AM regarding the provision of pedestrian crossings in Carno on the A470 and the introduction of a 20mph limit by the school. The letter had been passed to the Welsh Government who was responsible for the A470 Trunk Road. A reply is awaited.

8. Other Issues.
8.1. Matters Raised by Councillors.

8.1.1. Cllr T.H. Thomas said that while Winllan Lane from the A470 to the turning for the Tepees had been swept, the road up to the Windfarms had not. The Clerk was asked to contact Powys CC. to see if this could be done. At the same time the issues with the Cwm Llwyd Road would be raised together with the sweeping of pavements along the A470 which have become covered in a slimy mud residue from lorry spray. This can be very slippery.
8.1.2. Cllr T.H. Thomas advised the Meeting that trees and bushes growing along the railway were causing a serious problem with visibility for traffic when approaching the Sarn Bridge from Carno. The Clerk would contact Network Rail.
8.1.3. Powys CC Les George asked if Councillors were aware of damp issues with the bungalows at the bottom of Trem y Noddfa which were meant to have been resolved some time ago. Councillors were not but would enquire of Powys CC.
