5.2. Precept 2018/2019. 

5.2.1. The Clerk advised Councillors that they had to set the 2018/2019 Precept at this meeting if the Powys CC deadline of 26th January 2018 was to be met.

5.2.2. The attached document produced by the Clerk was discussed. It was pointed out that the Council no-longer received grants from Powys CC for the operation of the Recreational area and the Cemetery.
5.2.3. The ongoing operational cost of the Public Convenience was of concern particularly after the final Powys CC grant is received in 2018. The Clerk would produce an analysis of the running costs based on 2017 figures.

5.2.4. As the Responsible Financial Officer, the Clerk advised the Meeting that the Precept could be reduced if various areas assumed responsibility for their particular costs. 
5.2.5. The discussions concluded that in setting the Precept, Councillors had to anticipate that cost would continue to rise in 2018/2019. Mindful of this, a motion that the Precept be raised by 5% was proposed and unanimously approved.

7. Other Issues.
7.1. Matters Raised by Councillors.

7.1.1. School Buses.  Following on from the discussion on crossings, (4.6.) Councillors felt that, in the interests of safety that the buses from the High Schools (particularly Llanidloes) on the afternoon journey should not drop children at the Bus Shelter, adjacent to the Peniel Chapel, but should turn at Gerddi Cledan and drop by the Cwm Llwyd junction. The current practise mean children (most of whom are continuing their journey along Cwm Llwyd) Road are being put at risk by having to cross the A470 either behind or in-front of the bus. The Clerk would write to Powys CC.
7.1.2. Cllr D.I. Jones asked if a grit bin could be sited near the Rhyd Chapel rather than having a grit pile.
