4.3. Ysgol Carno. (Cllrs H.I. Lloyd).
4.3.1. Cllr Lloyd advised the Meeting that Planning Permission had been granted and the project remained on schedule for completion in January 2019.
4.3.2. In anticipation of working starting May 2018, the hedge in the Playground had been removed. 
4.4. Carno Station. (Cllr J.C. Barnes).
4.4.1. In Cllr Barnes advised the Meeting that CSAG had met with the Welsh Government.
4.4.2. The project had moved on to Stage 2 of the procedures which meant redoing the WelTag evaluation.
4.5. Lease between the Council & Carno FC.
4.5.1. Cllr Lloyd had reviewed the lease. The one query she had was why the lease for 70 years not 25 years as in the original. Councillors agreed that it should be 25 years and asked that the final version of the document be amended to reflect this.
4.5.2. The Lease would now be passed to Clwb Peldroed Carno Football Club for their comments. 
4.6. A470 Crossings and Speed Limits.

4.6.1. Work on the 20mph zone along the A470 had yet to be completed.

4.6.2. Notices for the 20mph in Trem y Noddfa had been posted in Caersws Post Office. When asked as to why the notices were not placed in Carno Post Office, the Clerk was advised that Powys CC were unaware there was a Post Office in Carno.

4.6.3. There was still no news on the signage on neither the lane to Tanyllyn Cottages nor the unsuitable location of the signs outside Bronfelin.
4.6.4. The Clerk advised the Meeting he would be pressing Russell George Am to discuss with the Welsh Government the bringing forward of the review of crossing in Carno in light of recent developments. (Primarily the risks to school children crossing the road adjacent to the Peniel Chapel.).
4.7. H&S Issues Affecting School Buses.
4.7.1. The Clerk reported that the Council’s concerns had been passed onto Matter referred to Powys Head of Schools & Transport Manager but nothing had been heard as to their conclusions.

4.7.2. In their discussions Councillors raised the issue bus stop shelters for the stop adjacent to Kieron Owens Yard and by the turn for Trem y Noddfa. It was agreed that the Council would consider undertaking their installation during the forth coming year.
