4.4.1. Powys CC Cllr. Les George informed the Meeting that he was attending a meeting with the Highways Depot in Newtown at which he would be raising the highways issues the Council had.
4.4.2. Cllr George requested the Clerk forward a list of outstanding issues.
4.5. Carno Station.
4.5.1. Cllr J.C. Barnes reported that CSAG had been optimistic that progress was being made but problems with clarifying what is exactly required by Welsh Government is likely to be a further hurdle. 
4.6. Lease with Carno FC
4.6.1. The lease for the football pitch and stand, while agreed, still had not been signed. The Clerk would continue to pursue the matter.
4.7. Bus Shelters
4.7.1. The Clerk had obtained a number of quotes and was finalising a report for the Councillors consideration.
4.8. WW1 Commemorative Benches.
4.8.1. The Clerk circulated an analysis containing three options.
4.8.2. Of these Solway Recycling were the cheapest while the most expensive was Second Life Product Wales Ltd.
4.8.3. The Council’s position is that it would prefer to purchase from Welsh suppliers wherever possible. The Clerk was instructed to contact Second Life products Wales Ltd to establish why their quote was considerably more than Solway Recycling.
4.9. New Playground.
4.9.1. The Clerk reported that he was in receipt of three quotes and was hoping to be able to present the options at the December 2019 Meeting.


4.10. Public Conveniences.
4.10.1. Signage. 
4.10.1.1. The Trunk Road Authority had offered to help with the cost of signage and had asked Powys CC to quote. This has yet to be received.
4.10.2. Damage to Gentlemen’s Coin Meter & Door. 
4.10.3. Attempts to resolve the problem had not been successful and it would seem a contractor would have to be called in. However, until the viability of continuing to operate the Convenience has been resolved it was not prudent not to incur any additional expenditure.

The Bowling Club however, managed the project. They should be liaising with the Contractor to resolve the fence post issues. He went on to say responsibility for the painting of the fence lay with the Bowling Club. The Clerk would write to the Bowling Club.

7.4.2. The reason for this was:
7.4.2.1. ’Contracts. The Council has failed to comply with their Standing Orders and Financial Regulations when awarding contracts as no advertisements were placed nor formal invites to tender were issued. In future, the Council should award any contracts in accordance with their Standing Orders and Financial Regulations to avoid unlawful expenditure’. 
7.4.3. Following a discussion:-
7.4.3.1.  It was concluded that the Council accepted the comments made in the 2018/2019 Audit Report.
7.4.3.2. Councillors felt that the current Standing Order and Financial Regulations need to be reviewed as in their current state they were inadequate in addressing the practicalities of awarding contracts given the Council’s financial and administrative resources.
7.4.4. The Clerk was asked to prepare a report for Councillor’s consideration.
