4.4.1. Powys CC Cllr. Les George informed the meeting he was scheduled to meet with Powys Highways in Carno to examine the issues the Council has raised.
4.5. Carno Station.
4.5.1. Cllr J.C. Barnes said that CSAG had met with the Transports Minister’s Officials in Cardiff and the new consultants undertaking the evaluation of the four stations put forward for consideration.
4.5.2. While it was frustrating to learn that the Consultants were undertaking a WelsTag1 appraisal, something CSAG had done some years ago, it was recognised that there was a need to address their questions.
4.5.3. One of the main CSAG concerns was the lack of a Village Plan, which the Consultants saw as making an important contribution to the project. Cllr. Barnes that this should be done by a sub-committee of the Council comprising Councillors and the Clerk. In the end, it fell to Cllr. Barnes and the Clerk to formulate the Plan.
