Following the vote, the Clerk read out two letters from residents objecting to the proposed development. Their reason echoed the concerns of the Council.
Powys CC Cllr. Les George pre-empted the suggestion form the Clerk that the application should be ‘called in’ to be decided by the Planning Committee rather than Officer Delegation. Cllr George provided a copy of the email he had sent to the Planning Department.
It was noted that there were two other developments  in the same ownership as the proposed site. One was reported as being used for the manufacture of wood structures. The other appeared to have originally a stable unit which had been added and was now being used a  dwelling.
The Clerk advised that any issues with these did not form part of the Planning Application under consideration. Councillors resolved to that the Clerk should write to Powys CC to seek further information on these developments.

8.3. 2019/2020 Audit.
8.3.1. The Clerk reported that the 2019/2020 Audit has been completed with the Council receiving a ‘unqualified report’. In essence this means the Auditor has found no issues with the accounts. However, they have made two observations which they wish the Council to address. These are the High Level of Reserves (approximately 1.82 times the 2019/2020 Precept) and in 2018/2019 Return, the Trust Fund Disclosure Box was not ticked as ‘n/a’. 
8.3.2. The issue had arisen in the 2017/2018 Audit and was addressed in October 2029 Minutes which recorded ‘that as the Responsible Financial Officer, it was the Clerk’s opinion that, having taken the Auditors recommendation into account, but because of the issues that have been highlighted, the Council could demonstrate it did not need to take any steps to reduce the Reserves.  Councillors unanimously supported this recommendation’.
8.3.3.  It is the Clerk’s view that the current level of reserves can be justified for the same reasons as were given in 2018/2019. Namely:-
· The money in the Cemetery Account has accrued over the years from grants/donations specifically for the Cemetery.
· Some of the money in the BMM Account is what remains of the Merryland’s money which was for providing and maintaining the play area on the estate.
· The uncertainty of financial issues that might arise in the immediate future, such as the ongoing expenses associated with management of the Public Convenience, which have just incurred expenditure of £5,000, and a possible contribution towards the new playground. 
In addition, the Council must consider the implications of a positive response from Welsh Government to the reopening of Carno Station and the consequences of Covid-19 remain unclear. 
8.3.4. As the Responsible Financial Officer, it was again the Clerk’s opinion that, having taken the Auditors recommendation into consideration, the Council could demonstrate that its reserves were at an acceptable level.  Councillors unanimously supported this recommendation.
8.3.5. Regarding the non-ticking of the Trust Fund Disclosure Box, the Auditor’s comments were noted and care would be taken with future returns. The comment was made as to why the matter had not been picked up in the 2018/2019 Audit.
