9.1. Matters Raised by Councillors.
9.1.1. Cllr. J.C. Barnes asked the Clerk to report again the ‘noisy’ cattle grid on the road from the A470 to Rallt/Pikins.
9.1.2. Cllr. M.H. Jones informed the Council that he had been approached by parents expressing concerns that ‘older’ children (>14) were using the playground and that was proving rather intimidating for the younger children. He had also heard from parents of ‘older’ children that there were no recreational facilities for them in the community. The Clerk advised the Meeting the issue had arisen in the past. Discussions at the time had failed to find a solution because it was impossible to reconcile the issue of supervision. Basically, older children did not want adult supervision but the Council had statutory obligations to provide such supervision because of the children’s age (<18).
