6.6. Powys Planning Issues.
6.6.1. While the issues with the Planning Portal vis-a-vie missing applications, together with why the Council was never advised of amended plans, had been partially addressed that response was considered inadequate with the explanation considered flimsy. The information provided by Cllr. Les George to the application 22/0441/CLE (6.1. above) together with information relating to another local application prompted a discussion regarding lack of credence the Planners are giving to this Council’s opinions and the attitude of Powys CC Planning Department in relation applications from local people as opposed to those applications from new residents to the area. There is also considerable concern about Powys CC’s Planning Departments effectiveness when it comes to managing those people who flout the planning rules only to get retrospective planning. The Councillors were minded to write to the Local Government Ombudsman but the Clerk advised that they must follow the correct procedures. It was agreed to leave the matter for the new Council to address after the May 2022 Elections.
