9.1. Matters Raised by Councillors.
9.1.1. Co-Option of Councillors.
9.1.1.1. The Clerk advised that Powys CC had advised that the Council had authority to start the procedure of co-option to fill the 3 vacancies the Council had following the May 2022 Elections.
9.1.1.2. Posters have been placed around the Carno advertising the position with a deadline date for receipt of applications being 20.06.2022.
9.1.1.3. Applications would be discussed and voted on at the June 2022 meeting of the Council. at the
9.1.2. Bowling Club Fence.
9.1.3. Cllr. J.G. Thomas enquired as to how the repair to the Bowling Club fence was progressing.
9.1.4. The Clerk said he had told the Bowling Club that they needed to apply to the Carno Community Trust Fund for a grant but to-date this had not been received.
9.1.5. Cllrs. J.G. Thomas and M.H. Jones advised that the Bowing Club did not consider the fence as being their responsibility so therefore were not applying to the Trust.
9.1.6. The Clerk said it was clear in the agreement between the Council and the Bowling Club (dated 01.03.1990) that Clause 2 said that ‘Carno Bowling Club will keep the bowling green, surrounding paths, turf, boundary fences and gates in good repair and condition’. Consequently, he felt that it was the Bowling Club’s responsibility to manage the repair regardless of who was funding it.
9.1.7. The Clerk was instructed to organise the repair, but the issue of responsibility needs clarification.
