	· This report is published in response to the enhanced biodiversity and resilience of ecosystems duty under Section 6 of the Environment (Wales) Act 2016. The duty requires public authorities to “maintain and enhance biodiversity (so far as is consistent with the proper exercise of their functions) and in doing so promote the resilience of ecosystems

	· Carno is often referred to as being as being at the heart of Wales and when studying any map of Wales, it can clearly be seen as why the village has acquired this identity. The name of Carno is derived from the Welsh word for cairn (carnedd) as there are many ancient cairns on the hills surrounding the village.
· The village sits astride the A470, in the traditional county of Montgomeryshire in the rural valley of the River Carno between the hills of Allt Fawr and Allt Goch. Carno is within easy reach of Newtown and Welshpool and is approximately a 45-minute drive from the coast.
· The community benefits from a range of facilities, a Welsh language school, convenience store, pubs, places of worship and has a thriving Community Centre which supports a range of recreational activities and clubs.
· Carno has a population of  approximately 700 with 600 persons recorded on the 2025 Electrol Register. 
· The 2025/2026 Precept is £19,000.
· The is a rural  community  with agriculture the  main industry. Alongside this there are a major transport firm and a facility for the processing hides and skins located in the village.
· The Council has limited resources which restricts its involvement with promoting initiatives ,education and the offering of grants.

	· The Council is responsible for management of :

	Ty Brith Field. (Recreation Ground) which is home to Carno Community Centre, the Children’s Playground, the Carno Bowling Club Green and Carno FC’s facilities. The field is leased from Powys CC.

	Maes y Dafarn Playground. This is a small plot of land (grassed)  for children’s play facilities.

	Cemetery, Church of St John the Baptist. The Council is the Burial Authority and is responsible for the upkeep of the Cemetery and the War Memorial.
